Columbia’s Jamil Temple echoed with the sounds of music and dancing feet from Saturday 
morning until late Saturday night, as more than 1,000 competitors took part in the Capital 
City Clogging Classic.

“You get to meet new friends and we all have something to 
talk about.” 

Teams from Virginia, Tennessee, and Georgia joined individuals and groups from the Mid-
lands and all over South Carolina for the event, hosted by Capital City Clogging Co. 

The cloggers included men and women and boys and girls ranging from 2-year-olds all the 
way to adults. Emcee Clay Vassey was kept busy through the long day, with 155 teams tak-
ing part in various age divisions and categories such as traditional line form, contemporary, 
a capella, and open hoedown.
